ñJOYFUL NOTESò From Daniel 
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AGO CONVENTION A DAZZLER  
 

 It had been some decades since Iôd taken 
in a national convention of the American Guild of 
Organists, but since it was to be held this year so 
handily in Washington, D.C. from July 4 -8, I de-
cided I couldnôt pass it up as my continuing edu-
cation opportunity of the year. A fine choice it 
was! 
  Such events are typically an amalgam of 
concerts, services, workshops, master classes, 
competitions, and opportunities for networking. 
The concerts were great highlights for me, featur-
ing world -class organists at the National Cathe-
dral, National City Christian Church (which has 
61 handbells built into and playable from its key-
board!), National and New York Avenue Presbyte-
rian Churches, St. Johnôs and St. Columba Episco-
pal Churches, Foundry United Methodist Church, 
Shiloh and Calvary Baptist Churches, the Shrine 
of the Immaculate Conception, St. Thomas and St. 
Patrick Catholic Churches, St. Matthewôs Cathe-
dral, and the chapel of the Naval Academy in An-
napolis (before which, over 200 white -clad cadets 
came marching by in platoons trying to out -shout 
each other on the way to supper. (Our Ben 
Grove was bound to have been among them!). It 
was fascinating to learn which of the beautiful 
churches had been associated with which presi-
dents, and had been visited by various world lead-
ers through the decades. The organists were ex-
haustingly effervescent, and imparted to most of 
us a hefty dose of humility as performers. Some 
programs also featured professional choirs, brass 
ensembles, orchestras, bell choirs, and/or percus-
sionists, often rendering exciting world premiers 
of selections commissioned for the convention. 
The composers were usually on hand to receive 
recognition.  
 I enjoyed a stirring program of patriotic 
music for brass, organ, voices, and percussion in 
the National Cathedral on July 4, and was might-
ily impressed by the talents of high school and 
college-age performers in ñRising Starsò and 
ñYoung Artistsò competitions open to convention-
goers, and at a master class in playing the works 
of J. S. Bach. I also learned from an open re-
hearsal with the Childrenôs Chorus of Washing-
ton.  

I really broadened my horizons by attending a 
Jewish service at a historic synagogue featuring 
Hebrew chants and polyphonic choral works in 
Renaissance style based on various national Jew-
ish origins, a wonderful hymn festival sur-
rounded by many hundreds of full -throated sing-
ers, and an African-American Baptist contempo-
rary service that was quite a lively romp through 
what takes place in a in a well-equipped church 
of that denomination.  
 Add to this the great pleasure of seeing 
organist friends I hadnôt seen for five to twenty-
five years or more, and the fun of meeting others 
who knew someone I knew (the world continues 
to shrink, you see), and the grim reality of all 
those 100° days became a bit easier to take. Stay-
ing with friends near Springfield, VA, also made 
it affordable and even more fun. I am most grate-
ful for the experiences and growth opportunity.  
 

JUDY AND DANIEL, TAKE TWO  
  
 The American Guild of Organists, men-
tioned above, has recognized the shrinking pool 
of organists challenging the nationôs churches 
and has several educational programs under way 
to help combat it. One is called Pipe Organ En-
counter, for young people interested in being in-
troduced to the organ. Another is Pipe Organ En-
counter Plus, for adults who have had some ex-
posure to piano and/or organ, but would like to 
increase their organ skills. Winchester is the site 
for one of these the week of August 8-12, and 
Grace will be the location for lessons to be given 
to some of the 22 people whoôve registered and 
will travel from as far away as Tennessee, Michi-
gan, and Canada to attend. Iôll be one of the 
teachers.

Daniel 
 
 Sometimes a child just grabs your heart and never lets go.  Sometimes you see a spark in their eyes, a 
depth to their spirit that lets you know there is something special in this child.  
 Daniel is one such child.   
 He came to TEAM Grace as a second grader, the first year we accepted kids that young.  He was and 
remains a beautiful child, with bright eyes, a smile that fills the room.  He was a handful.  His behavior was a 
tad wild and he definitely needed to learn some self control.  Daniel's family consisted of his mother, Tasha, 
and brother, Joseph.  They lived on the north side of town, just inside Quarle's northern boundary.   I cannot 
remember the specifics of how he came to T.E.A.M. Grace, but I think it was due to his lack of support at 
home.  Most often, we work with children who are behind in their mastery of grade level skills.  Not so with 
Daniel.  He needed a push, support, and good role modeling, but was obviously gifted.   His one major hurdle 
was his unwillingness to participate in novel games or crafts unless assisted by an adult.  He feared "messing 
up" or failing.  
 Our major concern was his mom's limited parenting skills and the emotional damage she had suffered 
throughout her life.  When I first met Tasha, it was apparent that the lady had a big chip on her shoulder; an 
attitude that was passing down to her children.  She marched into the GMOC threatening to "take down" one 
of my staff people for "handling" her son.  After praying for composure, I listened and validated her concerns 
hoping that the employee in question would remain in the bathroom until the situation was diffused.  It was 
not to be.  Emerging from the lady's room, LaToya came forward.  As I prepared to duck and cover, LaToya 
explained in an even voice what had happened.  Once it became clear that Daniel had been acting out, refusing 
to go to his seat at the snack table necessitating our "assisting" him to his seat.   Talk about a paradigm shift.  
Suddenly, Tasha called Daniel in from outside and read him the riot act for being disrespectful and marched 
him home. 
 Throughout the three years we worked with Daniel's family I spent a lot of time talking to Tasha and 
watched her cope with job loss, depression, homelessness, and even giving up custody of her eldest boy for a 
year.  At some point she reluctantly moved in with her mom, a scrappy, outspoken, "church-going "woman.  
Although outside Quarles' district,  WPS agreed to allow Daniel to continue attending Quarles and T.E.A.M. 
Grace.  It was this return home that started her healing. 
 Over time, Tasha's defensiveness transformed into respect and support for me and for our church's 
mission.  She went from skipping out during speaker's presentations on Parent Dinner nights to participating, 
from using a spoon as a mirror at a formal dinner, to sitting attentively with a napkin on her lap... and after 
years of offering, signed up to get her G.E.D.  I have visited them when they were sick, taken them food and 
donated boy's clothing and built a relationship with the family that I treasure.  It took years but Tasha learned 
to trust me and the staff of T.E.A.M. Grace.   Tasha brought her entire extended family to Daniel's graduation 
dinner.  Both she and her mom were dressed to the hilt and cried when I spoke of my love for their boy.  My 
husband took a photo of Tasha and me that shows a confident, smiling woman, a far cry from the angry de-
pressed person I first met. 
 Daniel has worked hard in school and at T.E.A.M. Grace.  As his social skills broadened, and his emo-
tional cup was filled by his family, his teachers, and the T.G. staff,  the "attitude", and fear of mistakes or fail-
ure all diminished.  He was identified as gifted and talented and was given extra attention at school.  Daniel's 
heart grew as well. He allowed himself to be loved and to give it in return.  When disciplined, I could always 
sense true and earnest remorse.  He is a wonderful young man! 
 This child will  go to college and be the first in his family to do so.  He will make something wonderful 
of himself.  
 A month ago, Daniel's grandmother told me that she was sexually abused by her own father . Both Ta-
sha and her brother were products of that abuse.  That's not a chip, that's a boulder.  God is healing that fam-
ily.    
  Our church family, through T.E.A.M. Grace, supported and affirmed these wonderful people.  
Thanks for loving God's people...however poor, however wounded.
