These five ministry councils replace the ten
standing committees under the previous constituted structure. The new structure places more re-
sponsibility in these councils and authorizes the ministry councils to appoint task groups to accom-
plish the works — long term or shortterm — par t i cul ar t o each council s
has greater autonomy in making decisions and implementing their responsibilities than did the previ-
ous standing committees.

Congregation Council — the key body in the Leadership Ministry Council — will be giving attention
to the functioning of the ministry councils and especially encouraging more members of the congre-
gation to step up and be a part of both the councils and their task groups. After all, proclaiming
God’s word and serving God’'s people is every memb
new Congregation Council, the five Ministry Councils, the various task groups, our auxiliaries and
other structures in our congregation as they start this important year of making GraceVision a
greater reality in the life of our congregation. Good principles of leadership, decision making, and
clear objectives and goals are articulated in this important document that asks the best of all of us in

Total 2011 offerings from these three categories totaled $478,329. This does not include Blessed Giving

include interest income from the Cornelia Revele Bequest. The $478,329 compares well to the total budgeted
anticipated income in the three categories (Promised,
